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Course Content 
In year one, the focus of the course is on the theories of 
teaching and learning. These are applied and developed 
through the one-to-one observation and mentoring processes, 
and through models of reflective practice. Students will 
develop knowledge and understanding of Lesson Planning, 
Teaching, and the use of Virtual Learning Environments.

In year two this is extended with the focus moving towards 
teacher autonomy and becoming a critically reflective 
practitioner. During year two Students carry out action 
research, thereby developing the ability to investigate and 
improve their own practice.

Assessment Methods
These include written assignments, group and individual 
presentations, learning journals and action research. 
Successful students will also require 8 successful teaching 
observations.

Progression Opportunities 
Once Students have qualified and been awarded QTLS, they 
will be able to enter into a career in Teaching, Training or 
Tutoring within the Lifelong Learning Sector.

Entry Requirements
Applicants will have to meet the entry requirements necessary 
to enter the teaching profession. These include holding an 
appropriate subject specific qualification(s) / and experience, 
usually at a minimum of level 3. Applicants will also need to 
have a minimum of 75 hours teaching, tutoring or training 
(per year) within the Lifelong Learning Sector. They will also be 
able to demonstrate verbal/written communication skills and 
numeracy skills to at least level 2.

In addition to the above individuals wishing to enrol on 
the Professional Graduate Certificate in Education will have 
gained a degree from a UK higher educational institution or 
equivalent, totalling 300 HE CATS points, of which 60 must be 
at level 6 of the National Qualifications Framework.
